Purpose and Principles

Assessment is an integral part of teaching and learning at our school. It is used to support pupil progress, inform teaching, identify strengths and areas for development, and ensure that every child reaches their full potential. Effective assessment enables staff to understand how well pupils are learning, adapt teaching accordingly, and provide targeted support where necessary.

Our assessment system is designed to:

· Monitor pupil attainment and progress.

· Inform planning and teaching.

· Identify pupils who require additional support or challenge.

· Provide meaningful information to parents, carers, and stakeholders.

· Ensure statutory assessment requirements are met.

Assessment at our school includes diagnostic, formative, and summative approaches, supported by both teacher judgement and statutory testing.

Types of Assessment

Diagnostic Assessment

Diagnostic assessment takes place before or at the beginning of a unit of work to determine pupils’ prior knowledge, understanding, and skills.

This information enables teachers to:

· Identify misconceptions.

· Adapt planning to meet pupil needs.

· Provide appropriate challenge and support.

Examples of diagnostic assessment include:

· Baseline assessments at the start of the academic year.

· Pre-unit quizzes or discussions.

· Review of previous assessment data.

· Initial phonics and reading checks in Early Years and Key Stage 1.

Diagnostic assessment ensures teaching begins at the correct starting point for all pupils.

Formative Assessment

Formative assessment is continuous and takes place throughout lessons to monitor learning and inform next steps.

Teachers use formative assessment to:

· Check understanding.

· Address misconceptions immediately.

· Adapt teaching strategies.

· Provide feedback to support improvement.

Methods of formative assessment include:

· Questioning and discussion.

· Observations of learning.

· Marking and feedback in books.

· Mini-plenaries.

· Self-assessment and peer assessment.

· Low-stakes quizzes.

Formative assessment supports responsive teaching and helps pupils understand how to improve their learning.

Summative Assessment

Summative assessment evaluates pupil learning at the end of a period of teaching such as a unit, term, or academic year.

Summative assessments are used to:

· Measure attainment against national curriculum expectations.

· Monitor progress over time.

· Inform reporting to parents.

· Support school improvement planning.

Examples include:

· End-of-unit tests.

· Termly assessments in reading, writing and mathematics.

· Teacher assessments against national curriculum objectives.

· Standardised assessments where appropriate.

Summative assessment outcomes contribute to the overall judgement of pupil attainment.

Statutory Assessments

The school complies with all statutory assessment requirements set by the Department for Education.

Reception Baseline Assessment (RBA)

The Reception Baseline Assessment is completed within the first six weeks of pupils starting school. It provides a starting point for measuring pupil progress from Reception to the end of Key Stage 2.

Phonics Screening Check

The Phonics Screening Check is administered to pupils in Year 1 during the summer term.

The purpose of the check is to confirm whether pupils have learned phonic decoding skills to an appropriate standard.

· Pupils who do not meet the expected standard will retake the check in Year 2.

· Results are reported to parents.

Multiplication Tables Check (MTC)

The Multiplication Tables Check takes place in Year 4 and assesses pupils’ fluency in recalling multiplication tables up to 12 × 12.

· The check is completed online.

· It helps identify pupils who require additional support with multiplication fluency.

Key Stage 2 SATs

Statutory Assessment Tests (SATs) take place at the end of Year 6 and assess pupils in:

· Reading

· Mathematics

· Grammar, Punctuation and Spelling (GPS)

Writing is assessed through teacher assessment based on pupils’ work across the year.

SATs results are used to measure attainment against national standards and are reported to parents and the local authority.

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Recording and Tracking Assessment

The school uses the Insight Tracking System to record, analyse and monitor pupil progress across the academic year.

Insight is used to:

· Record teacher assessment judgements.

· Track attainment.

· Monitor pupil progress over time.

· Analyse trends across classes, year groups and subjects.

· Identify pupils or groups requiring intervention.

· Support leadership monitoring and school improvement planning.

Assessment data is entered into Insight half termly by teachers.

Senior leaders use the system to:

· Analyse attainment and progress.

· Monitor vulnerable groups including pupils with SEND, disadvantaged pupils and those with English as an additional language.

· Inform pupil progress meetings and intervention planning.

Pupil Progress Monitoring

Pupil progress meetings take place half termly between class teachers and senior leaders.

During these meetings:

· Assessment data is reviewed using Insight.

· Progress towards age-related expectations is discussed.

· Barriers to learning are discussed for individual pupils.

· Pupils requiring additional support or challenge are identified.

· Interventions are planned and monitored.

Reporting to Parents

Parents and carers are kept informed about their child’s progress through:

· Termly parent consultations.

· Written annual reports.

· Informal communication with teachers.

· Reporting of statutory assessment outcomes where applicable.

Reports provide information on:

· Attainment in core subjects.

· Progress and effort.

· Next steps for learning.

Assessment in Early Years

Assessment in the Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) is primarily observational and formative.

Staff assess pupils through:

· Observations of play and learning.

· Recorded evidence of progress.

· Professional judgement against the EYFS framework.

At the end of Reception, pupils are assessed against the Early Learning Goals and outcomes are reported through the EYFS Profile.

Conclusion

A balanced and effective assessment system is essential for supporting high-quality teaching and learning. Through the use of diagnostic, formative and summative assessment, alongside statutory testing and robust data analysis using the Insight Tracking System, the school ensures that pupil progress is closely monitored and that all pupils are supported to achieve their best.

Monitoring and Review

The assessment policy is monitored by the Senior Leadership Team to ensure consistency and effectiveness across the school. This policy will be reviewed annually or in response to changes in national guidance or statutory requirements.
